Family Situation Description 
My name is Shu Cuixia, living in the Chelu Village of Meichuan Town. There are five people in my family but the land for us is limited. My parents support me and my sister’s tuition fees by farming. We are a rural family with two daughters and an old grandfather in his seventies, which results in serious lack of labor in this family.

Damaged by the 5.10 jumbo storm and the subsequent continuous heavy rains, the production of crops was severely reduced. Tomatoes, astragals and codonopsis pilosula and other plants were also seriously harmed and there might be no seeds for the next year’s cultivation. Land is which the peasants earn their living on. For those who depend exclusively on farming, reduction in crop production means severely economic loss. Both my parents have no jobs and my aged grandfather is high blood pressure. The only incoming of my family depends on farming. I have been admitted by a university in Shenyang Province and the tuition fees alone is dozen times more than that of my high school tuition fees, let alone my living cost, which will be great burdens for my family. My sister failed in this year’s college entrance examination and has to transfer to another high school for another year’s high school study which is another economic burden for the family.
Our house was too dilapidated so that the village committee encouraged us to build a new one. But a single-storey house swallowed all the savings of this family. Since we haven’t decorated the new house, we have to stay in a small shabby room only several square meters large in which we used to keep coal. It’s broken and crowded and leaking when it rains. Out kitchen is our previous garden fenced up by plastic sheets which is stuffy and hot.
The above is the true conditions of my family.
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
