Billi, Bangladesh
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Some local boys as well as cattle are bathing in the dirty pond water of Sallapara of Head Billi village. Due to use of this contaminated water many people from this community suffer from skin diseases and recurring diarrhea.
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Twenty eight year old Rahela Khatun, a housewife in the village of Billi, carrying 12-15 liters water in a jar for drinking of her family members. She obtains the water from a distant tube-well about 25 minutes walking distance from her home. Villagers need to go a further distance for water collection during dry season (3/4 months) because the tube-well goes dry.
