Girls Engineering Change
The Purpose of the Program:

To create a mentorship network which partners university students pursuing engineering majors with young girls in middle and high school to assemble low cost medical devices which will be sent to hospitals in the developing world. This process with provide the young females with a mentor studying engineering and a tangible example of how she can make an impact in the world using engineering skills.

A Typical Session:

Each session will begin with an introduction made by the engineering mentors. This will include an intro as to what STEM (science, technology, engineering, and math) fields really are, different types of engineering, and some of the challenges in our world today facing engineers (touch on global health). At this point, each mentor will introduce themselves and explain why they are interested in studying engineering. One mentor will explain what the girls will be building (electrosurgery unit testers), where these products will be sent, and why this is an important initiative. Next, a safety session and quiz will be administered. Girls will get in teams of two and given a mentor to assist them and talk with them as they follow the depicted instructions to assemble their medical device. When they finish assembling the device, the mentor will attach it to a battery so the girls can see their work light up as it would when checking the calibration of a electrosurgery unit.  
Aftermath:

Following the session, the girls will be asked to complete a short survey giving feedback on their experiences. They will be provided with updates as their medical devices are delivered to hospitals, and will receive the contact information of each mentor should they have any questions or require more advice in the future.
