Wishful Impact
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Having traced the ill-health, unhygienic and poor sanitation conditions reflecting into the high IMR and MMR rates, diseased children; NEED stepped in with a range of dynamic service driven approach as a solution to the problems of daily living system of the villagers. The core area of concern being focused upon children between the age groups of 1-19 years primarily, adolescent girls and differently abled children. The endeavors resulted into a wide gamut of pronounced outcome as under:

· More than 1500 children have been vaccinated regularly for Polio, BCG, DPT and Khasra.

· 602 children have been provided medical aid through regular Health Camps.

· 1800 children have been sensitized towards adapting nutritious diet through regular nutrition campaigns.

More than 600 households have been provided safe drinking water kits thus discarding the harmful impact of unsafe drinking water.

· More than 250 children have been sensitized towards usage of toilets and bathrooms through sanitation campaigns, role plays, wall writings, hand bills, etc.
· Not only the villagers but 200 adolescent girls have been sensitized towards the ill-effects of Child Marriages, such that these practices can be prevented.


· More than 200 adolescent girls have been made aware of the usage of sanitary napkins for healthy and hygienic living.
