Budget for Project:

1) Manufacturing 20 km Gillnets and Shipping, duties, etc. - $40,000

2) Preparing Nets for Fishing - $10,000

Ropes, floats and a sinking line are added to the nets to prepare them for fishing.

3) Brema Laboratory - $8,000

This lab will recruit fishermen to participate in the study and identify observers to go out with the boats and to analyze the data. They will supervise the daily aspects of the study.

4) Brema Laboratory Travel - $2,500

Almost daily travel will be required during the test to oversee the program.

5) Norman Holy Travel - $10,000

I will spend one week at the site at the beginning of the study to make sure everything is proceeding according to plan.  I will spend one month at the site during the study.

      6) Observers – $3,000

Two observers would be hired to go out with each boat for 4 months during the turbot and dogfish seasons.

      7)  Boats - $10,000

Boats need to be paid to fish new gear.  The fishermen receive free nets in addition to a  stipend.  A typical cost of a boat in New England area is $3,000/day.   Costs per day in the Black Sea are much more reasonable. 

 8)  Tech Museum - $11,000

 9)  Norman Holy - $25,000

This is for all aspects of being the Principal Investigator.  I will oversee every aspect of      the program from net manufacture to the performance of the test to be sure it is done correctly.   I will write a final report and publish a paper and send both to donors.
