Post-secondary Training/Education Project for Village Girls

The Post-secondary Training/education Project is directed toward assisting girls who have completed secondary school to achieve a marketable skill.
1. The objective of the project is for 555 post secondary girls to attain a marketable skill by completing a designated two  or three year education, or training program.   The educations/training programs we support scholarships for include primary school teacher training, 2- and 3-year nursing training, midwifery training and a university education.  Donors may choose the type of professional training they wish to support.   We ask that donors donate the full amount of funds for an individual’s education up front in order that we are certain to be able to cover the student’s costs for the entire period of her designated post-secondary training/education.  
2. Association NEEED (the local NG0 that runs the program) has established the following criteria for the selection of students:

· Be from an indigent family 
· Succeed at the Baccalaureat  (high school diploma) level with a mention of “assez bien” or “bien” 

· Pass the entrance test for the particular type of professional training school, or qualify for entrance into the University of Ouagadougou.
3. Follow-up of students’ progress – Association NEEED:

· Follows the progress of girls supported through them.
· Communicates training results to Friends of Burkina Faso and we share them with donors
4. Correspondence/contact with sponsored students.  

· Each donor receives the name and a photo of the girl he/she supports

· Each donor receive contact information for the girl he/she supports 

· Donors may correspond directly with the girls they support should they so wish.
