Now there 17 orphaned, hapless children (7girls and 10 boys) from 4 to 13 years old.  Sarita has been taking care of  them. Sarita thinks that the children are offspring of God.  To   take care of the children and to please them  is to please God. And to please go is to have a chance to  go to  heaven after  death. 

 Sarita cooks and feeds the children herself. She gets all her kids to sleep first and sleeps later. They smallest kids sleep   with her on the floor.

There are some small children who are afraid of going to the toilet.  She helps the kids in any ways. The children seem happy to find   a loving and caring mother like Sarita.  Sarita also think   they are her own children.  She loves the children equally.
Sarita spent her own par of land received from her parents to take care of the children. 
For some months Sarita has been suffering from back ache and taking medicines. So she has been unable   earn more  and feed them  as well as  pay for their school bills  and other administrative costs of the organization.
