Major Program Information:

1. Health Centre establishment
Health Centre and laboratory construction is in Rukooki Sub County. The

community in the area provided the land where the Centre is being

constructed and the construction up to the roofing level was funded by NASS

a Dutch organization.
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Challenges
 Lack of funds to complete construction of the health Centre and also to

buy drugs to start operation.

2. Construction of rain water harvesting water tanks
This is implemented in Kigoro parish, Rukooki Sub County. Under this

program, the organization has constructed rain water harvesting tanks in the

community. These tanks were constructed in people’s homes and the project

was funded by Belgium Development Cooperation. A total of 32 rain

harvesting tanks were constructed in 32 homes in this community.

Challenges
 High demand for the water tanks in this community by families which did not get

and also in the neighboring community.

3. Gravity flow, spring protection, Water & Sanitation;
This includes construction of gravity water flows and spring protection. This project

has been implemented in Nyakabingo parish, Rukooki Sub County where a mini

gravity flow source was constructed. The project was funded by Volunteers without

boundaries-USA. Under this program, the organization also conducted sensitization

meetings in the community on how to maintain the water source clean, sanitation

in homes and how to protect springs wells.

Client Population
RHS works in communities in the rural areas where health services are not easily

accessible. In these communities, accessibility to clean water is also a problem. So

their main focus is moving these services nearer to the people.
