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FAROOQ
Farooq, son of Gohar ur Rehman, is 13 years old. He lives with his mother Fatima Bibi and his paternal Uncle, who now supports them both. Upon waking on 8 October, 2005 Farooq had a family around him and a home in which to live. Yet within hours his life, and that of thousands around him, altered dramatically. His home crumbled in mere seconds and took with it three lives very dear to him. His father and two young sisters, Faiza and Rukhsana, were lost that day. 
Farooq does not attend school, as the facilities are unavailable, and as a livelihood he raises goats for milk. 

The NFI distribution was the first clothing distribution he received.

MISLO
A widow from before the earthquake, Mislo has five children to care for alone, without any assistance from others. Yet, she thinks herself lucky. She lost not a single family member, nor relative or close friend, but her only possession – her home – was completely destroyed. 
At 57 years of age she can not easily rebuild her life. She and her children live in a tent with few amenities. The clothes she received today have helped her on her way to a slow recovery, and for that she is smiles. Recovery is now that much closer for her. 

SADIQ
Sadiq is a young man, only 18 years old. He suffers a learning disability, but understands that his life is different today than it was five months ago. He has lost his home, but received CGI sheets for temporary shelter, in which he and his family currently live. 
MASOOD 

Masood considers himself a lucky man by many standards. He has a wife and 10 children, all saved by the ‘Grace of God’ during the earthquake. His was the only life truly threatened by the falling walls of his home, as he is a disabled and elderly man. 

He currently lives in a tent on his land, but has no means of income. His sons, a few of working age, are helping to support the family.    

SALEEM
A student in 8th class Saleem is a hard-working 18 year-old. He attends a private school in Battal and studies science, social studies and maths. On the day of the earthquake he and his fellow students were attending school, and he remembers that the earth shook so violently that all the students and faculty ran outside screaming, the children crying, and watched as the walls vibrated and cracked and bricks fell. 
Many of the younger students were injured during the earthquake, but their external wounds are healed. Saleem says the psychological wounds remain.  
SHAMSHER
Shamsher is not sure of his age. He thinks he is between 50-60 years old, but it is his last concern when thirty of his relatives died in the earthquake just months ago. His home, too, was lost.
His life is very different to what it was before 8 October, 2005, and he shares that he no longer has any interest in living, save for the love of his family. A moment later he stops and says that his harvest will be good this year, and a bit of life returns to his face. He is a farmer, and with two cultivations this year – one for wheat and the other for corn - he has something to look forward to. 
CHARIA

Charia lives in a tent provided to him, his wife and their seven children, as his home was completely destroyed by the earthquake. Though the lives of his family were saved, he lost his only goats, and thus his only source of livelihood. 

He says he slept little at night for two months after the earthquake. He feared another would occur, and so spent many nights sleeping in the fields with his family. Yet with the passage of time his fears have lessened and he now feels more positive about the future. He continues to pray.
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
