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After a trip to the Batt Gram region of Pakistan on December 23, 2005, an AIL manager who was a member of the earthquake relief team submitted this report, which describes the devastation she observed, some of her reflections on the impact of this tragedy, and the relief activities of AIL. 
Batt Gram Trip Report
In poetry, human beings are often described as members of the same body. If one member suffers pain, it affects the other members. Human beings cannot tolerate pain in any part of the body, whether his or her own body or the body of mankind. Through strong efforts, human beings want to help the suffering people and victims of disasters. Perhaps this help can save a person from death or can be shelter for one without accommodation or can be relief for one suffering from a wound. In these situations, the helpers feel relief because they have done their job for humanity. 

On December 23, 2005, a group of seven AIL staff traveled to the earthquake-affected community of Batt Gram to distribute materials to survivors. Batt Gram is located in Mansereh, Pakistan and had beautiful natural views. But now it is a ruined and destroyed region with people buried under the earthquake rubble. 

We left at 5:00 AM for Batt Gram and arrived there at 1:00 PM. We saw 85 families spending cold days and long nights in tents in this region. Most of them are Afghan refugees. Later, we entered tents and distributed materials like floor coverings, quilts, and pillows. We distributed these materials for two hours. We returned to Peshawar at 11:00 PM. During our next visit to help earthquake survivors, we hope to offer more help and solve their problems.
