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Organization Overview

Full Moon Farm is a Rescue and Sanctuary, dedicated to the wolfdog (a wolfdog is a canine with recent wolf heritage). Situated on 17 beautiful mountain acres in Black Mountain, NC, Full Moon Farm operates as a federally recognized 501(c)(3) not-for-profit organization for 72 abused and refused wolfdogs who find themselves in need of love, shelter, and care through no fault of their own.

Project proposal for

Habitat for Howlers
The Project
Full Moon Farm is currently home to 70 wolfdogs.  Full Moon Farm is 10 years old this year and many of our enclosures are in dire need of repair or replacement.  More importantly many of them are not an adequate size for the wolfdogs.  A suitably sized enclosure is 2500 square feet or larger.  Many enclosures were constructed in early 2003 for an emergency rescue of 28 animals who were evicted when their sanctuary was closed.  In 2006 we took in an additional 24 rescues on short notice making do with materials we had on hand.  Some of our solo residents are currently housed in 100 or 160 square foot kennels.  Wolves and wolfdogs are extremely intelligent animals and require proper stimulation such as climbing platforms and plenty of running room.  Currently we are unable to provide this type of enrichment for all of our residents. 
Our goal is to build at least 2 new enclosures and repair 2 others that are in very poor condition. These new enclosures will ensure that our residents can enjoy a spacious living area and live out the rest of their lives in comfort, something they certainly deserve after the abuse and neglect that they suffered before their rescue and arrival at Full Moon Farm. 
Project objectives
1. Build two new 2500 square foot (minimum) enclosures to house two newer residents, Achilles and Isabelle. Both animals are currently housed in small enclosures, 100 to 150 square feet, which can be harmful to their emotional wellbeing over time. Providing a large habitat with amble enrichment activities will enhance their lives tremendously and is our goal.
Achilles Story

Achilles is a 5 year old male high content wolfdog.  He was raised in a home by private owners since he was 5 weeks old. He was very loved and well cared for. Unfortunately his owners worked leaving Achilles at home alone in their back yard. It is very typical of a wolfdog to escape from inadequate containment and go exploring. Achilles was no different and had escaped several times in the past. Henrico County Virginia Animal Control returned Achilles numerous times suggesting improvements to the fencing to his. One day Achilles escaped and wounded a neighbor’s small dog resulting in its euthanasia.  Unfortunately this time Achilles was deemed dangerous by animal control officials. The owners were given two options; surrender him for destruction, or procure a $100,000 in liability insurance AND provide an escape proof enclosure. The owners elected to surrender Achilles to HCACS. Achilles’ plight was featured in several television stations and newspapers. Many individuals from all over the country contacted animal control and begged them to spare Achilles’ life. Because of the public outcry, Full Moon Farm was selected by HCACS to allow Achilles to live out the rest of his life at the sanctuary in lieu of being killed. Achilles now lives at Full Moon Farm and while he misses his old family we are striving to provide security and enrichment for him.
Isabelle’s Story

Isabelle is a 5 year old female low content wolfdog.  She came to Full Moon Farm from an ad on Craigslist as a "wolf for breeding".  A volunteer saw the ad and when he went to evaluate her, he found her living in squalor and treated as nothing more than a money making commodity.  The owner said she would go to the first person who would take her, so rather than her end up in the wrong hands as a 'bait wolf', or a 'puppy factory’; he took her and brought her to Full Moon Farm.  She was malnourished and parasite ridden, sporting a damaged eye, but worthy of a new life.  She lived in a backyard littered with junk cars, old appliances and weeds.  She had never seen a veterinarian, and had whelped numerous litters.  Isabelle was given her beautiful new name in honor of her beautiful new life.  She is in need of a habitat that will allow her freedom of movement and a safe place to call her own.   
2. Repair River’s enclosure and Indy and Coal’s enclosure. Both are in poor condition.
River’s Story

River is a 3 year old male mid content wolfdog who was rescued by a local dog rescue in 2009.  He was turned over to Full Moon Farm when they realized that they were ill equipped to handle him, or place him for adoption.  River spent the first 8 months of his life on a chain, and was never given the chance to run.  He has a bit of difficulty with his hips as a result of his early days, but has grown into a beautiful and large wolfdog.  As the Full Moon Farm ‘Ambassadog’, River gets quite a bit of attention at events held at the farm during the warmer months, necessitating a secure and roomy habitat for him and a future pen mate to share.  
Indy and Coal’s Story

Coal came to Full Moon Farm when he was about five months old, with his brothers and a couple of other wolfdogs. His brothers found homes, but Coal stayed with us. He is a black phase shepherd mix with striking red-brown eyes. He is generally fairly anti-social and tends to take cues from his pen mate Indy and bark at strangers. He does have a few favorite people, however, and with them he will exhibit excitement and approach for petting or treats. 

Indy is a female low content wolfdog with a small stature who was rescued in 2004. She was a vet referral--brought in to be euthanized as her people didn't want her anymore. She is black with a small stature and tends to be on the thin side because of her incessant pacing. She barks and acts aggressive to strangers, but, once she gets to know you, can be very loving. She has been known to fall asleep in volunteer's laps. She really loves her pen mate Coal.

Duration of the Project

The project will be ongoing through the spring and summer of 2013 depending on volunteer availability and weather permitting.
Project Budget: 
New Enclosure (Achilles) 1 = 2500 square feet. 25 Panels, 24 posts, 300 ft of wire, staples, hog rings and stakes = $1500.00 plus housing and platform materials of $900 for a total of $2400.00.

New Enclosure (Isabelle) 2 = 2500 square feet. 25 Panels, 24 posts, 300 ft of wire, staples, hog rings and stakes - $1500.00 plus housing and platform materials of $900 for a total of $2400.00.

Rebuild Enclosure (River) 3 = 13 panels, 24 posts, 300 ft of wire, hog rings, staples and stakes = $750.00 plus housing and platform materials of $900 for a total of $1650.00.

Rebuild Enclosure (Indy and Coal) 4 = 13 panels,  24 posts, 300 ft of wire, hog rings, staples and stakes = $750.00 plus housing and platform materials of $900 for a total of $1650.00.

Total: $8100.00
