EDUCATIONAL SUPPORT PROJECT FOR CHILDREN OF SCARCE ECONOMIC RESOURCES 

Narrative Report
· History
Pastoral de la Niñez (The Pastoral Office for Children) began the Educational Support Project for Children with Scarce Economical Resources on January 8th. It is currently providing attention to 178 children from 10 different marginal areas of Cobán, Alta Verapaz.  The children are poor and extremely poor and this project has been their only possibility to get an education. The majority of children come from broken homes that have domestic violence problems and some are victims of ethnic discrimination (98% are Qeq’chis) and they are also discriminated for their precarious economic status. 
Through this project, Pastoral de la Niñez en Desamparo has provided tutoring to children who cannot be assisted at home because 87% of the mothers are illiterate, which makes it difficult for them to help their children with homework and other school activities.    

Pastoral de la Niñez has the mission to organize, support and monitor alternatives that contribute to the integral development of vulnerable children and youth in the region.  They provide training to become organized and promote their rights to new and better opportunities in life.  This Pastoral Office is fulfilling the purpose of its creation through this project.  
· Results and Activities  for  June and July 2007  
The following chart is a summary of the activities and the results obtained during the months of June and July 2,007..

	#1 178 poor children that attend public schools in the marginal areas of Cobán, received academic assistance and tutoring for their homework during the 
2007 school year. 

	1. 178 children  recieved school supplies.

2. 1 Classroom was equipped with all the  pedagogic and didactic material needed to help the children
3. !00% of the children that regularly attend Pastoral de la Niñez, received tutoring during the past 4 months.

	1. 64 workshops took place and helped a total of 178  children. 

2. 26 home visits were made as part of the social economic follow up and the verification of children ´s family living conditions.
3. 3 teachers gave personalized attention to  the 178 children, one day a week 
4. Preparation of an area to provide special attention to the children.

	#2  56 children from the marginal areas of Cobán Alta Verapaz were taught ethics, values and learned how to socialize with other children in a healthy environment, away from drugs and gangs.  
	1. 3 Recreational Workshops on ethics and Emotional Intelligence took place.
2. 2 Days of Medical Evaluations were provided to the children.  

	1. 3 Workshops on ethics took place with the participation of 56 children. 
2. Medical Evaluations were given to 17 children. 

	#3  52 Parents participated in a Workshop to strengthen their family values and reduce domestic violence. 
	1. 3 Workshops on family strengthening were given as a “parents’ school”.
2. Parents received orientation on issues of social interest, such as alcoholism and drugs.
3. Home visits.


	1. 4 Workshops on Family Values with a participation of 27 mothers. 
2. 2 Talks on Family Values with the participation of 22 mothers. 
3. 1 Talk on ethics to 14 Parents. 

4. 20 orientation sessions on Family Problems and on children´s behavior where given to all the parents of the children in the project
5. 21 Orientation Sessions were given to the parents in July. 



· Other Results. 
With the funds provided by Global-Giving it was possible to hire a Bilingual Teacher (Qeq’chí – Spanish) to help the children in their native language. This is a significant step in improving the quality of the attention being given to the children, because it simplifies and improves their learning process. The teacher has been working with us since the 16th of June, 2007. 
· Activities  Programmed for the Following Two Months.  
We have planned for the follow up the some of the activities that are already undergoing and there are other new activities.  The activities that will be followed up are: 

· Workshops for the Strengthening of Parents.
· Morality and Recreational workshops for Children.
· The Parents School.
· Home Visits.

· School Visits to monitor the children ´s performance.
· Computer Lessons
