An After School Science Club

Ag Science In Action is an exciting new partnership between the National Ag Science Center and the Boys and Girls Club in Manteca/Lathrop.  This club combines our region's largest industry with hands on science in an after school setting.  Students will explore chemistry, biology, earth science and nature through an agricultural lens.  All experiments will be grade level appropriate and meet CA education standards.  Activities will incorporate our local agricultural products, growing healthy food and fitting that food into a healthy lifestyle.  The club will create and maintain a garden on site and will explore the science which goes into growing plants. All activities will culminate in a science fair for families and will include a week long summer camp for participants. 

Activities will incorporate the park setting which backs up to the Boys and Girls Club.  We will encourage the participants to explore the science of their natural surroundings both at the Club and at home with the goal of building a life-long connection between nature and science in their lives. 

We will begin the Ag Science in Action in the 2012/13 school year with 7th and 8th grade students.  They will meet one day a week for 90 minutes.  In the Fall the club will expand to include 1-3 grades one day a week for 60 minutes and a session for 4-6 grades one day a week for 60 minutes.  

All lessons will be developed by the curriculum staff of the National Ag Science Center and adapted for the program schedule based on pacing guides from the San Joaquin County Office of Education.
