GLOBE Program Introduction

The Global Learning and Observations to Benefit the Environment (GLOBE) program is a worldwide hands-on, primary and secondary school-based science and education program. GLOBE's vision promotes and supports students, teachers and scientists to collaborate on inquiry-based investigations of the environment and the Earth system working in close partnership with NASA, NOAA and NSF Earth System Science Projects (ESSP's) in study and research about the dynamics of Earth's environment. The GLOBE Program was conceptually introduced in April 1994 by the former U.S. Vice President Mr. Al Gore. Officially GLOBE program began on Earth Day 1995. Since that time, 112 countries have participated in The GLOBE Program.
Approach
The education system in Nepal is totally based on theory rather than practical learning from the lower level grade. The mindsets of teachers towards eduction were confined to limit the students education through the text inside the books only, which limited the knowledge and skills that they need to acquire while they were in school. Hence, the program is designed for the schools where the teachers can be trained and mobilized actively towards hands on education system and practical based education system. ECCA initiated the implementation of program since October 2000 and was done through ECCA.
Following are the steps followed for the program implementation:

a) Training for school teachers and students
Various parameters on GLOBE protocols – Atmosphere, Hydrology, Land Cover and Soil Vegetation will be introduced in a five days training program organized for school teachers and students. All the activities during the training program will be field based where all the participants will be actively involved in learning the parameters in different protocols. They will also be discussing about various issues like cause and effects related with the parameters in our day to day life.

b) Training from certified trainers

Certified trainers on different protocols on need basis will be requested to provide training to disseminate the message of GLOBE objectives and their role. They will assist the teachers in the schools to implement GLOBE program in schools through other teachers and help students to learn about our atmosphere through their direct and hands on involvement in learning each and every parameter on our environment.

c) Data collection, reporting and analysis:
The students mobilized in the field and hands on activities for different parameters will generate data which will eventually be converted into reporting. With the collection of data for a consecutive duration of time, the will also be taught to make an analysis of data through which they will be able to draw conclusions on the changes and happenings in their local environment for different parameters. They will also be taught to report in the GLOBE website under their schools individual account. GLOBE's learning activities have been developed for each investigation area so as to put the data collection activities into an educationally meaningful context.
d) Establish Climate Study Room in School

Necessary equipment for the investigation will be provided to the school for the study of the surrounding climate. The collected data will be posted in the GLOBE website from where they can study and compare the data with more than 15,000 schools from 112 countries. The computer along with the internet will be provided to study the global climate. The study center will be a good opportunity for the students of the same school as well as from other school students to know and learn climate change in depth. 
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
