PRODUCTS AND SERVICES

Eb-F operates through Community Financial Service Points (FSPs) which are rural Banks providing savings services including Free Savings, Loan guarantee savings and Fixed savings. 
Financial Services
Eb-F provides a combination of grants and soft loans to enable people generate income to improve their families’ livelihood. The grants form about 20% of the loan amount   and are mostly used to fund small business start up costs.

Factoring 
The product provides advance/discounted payments to farmers and SMEs for produce delivered to various buyers.
Dairy Improvement Project (Dip)
The product provides credit to farmers to Purchase quality dairy animals and improve the quality of their dairy cows.
Micro Credit

Credit to the SMEs in both rural and urban areas to enable them acquire vital production tools, equipment stock and general working capital.
Renewable energy Products Loan (REP)

The REP credit is a special credit fund to finance  people to acquire renewable energy products like solar and biogas systems and energy saving jikos (stoves).

Home improvement

This is a credit a facility that enables low and medium income earners own and improve their houses. 

Community Financial Service Points (FSPs)

The product involves helping organize and funding rural communities to set up and manage efficient and effective rural banks where no banking services are available.

Non- Financial Services

Training

Eb-F facilitates technical business skills training to its clients before and after enterprise financing covering crucial topics as is identified through a training needs assessment.

Mentoring

Providing the Entrepreneurs with Volunteer Business mentoring is an integral component of Eb-F intervention. Monitoring allows people to benefit from the knowledge and experience of experienced business and professional people they would not normally have access to., and advice to help the development of both the young entrepreneur and their business.
