Budget Justification 
Maitri continues to run and sustain Old Age Homes in Vrindavan and Radha Kund and provide clean and comfortable home to about 150 destitute widows. In addition, also provides daily meals, fruits, milk, clothing and healthcare to 100 more non-resident widows. We would like to scale up the assistance for more widow mothers. Every month about 20 or 30 widow mothers need medical intervention, we continue to have a part time doctor who and a nurse to this budget. The doctor visits once a week both the homes and is available on calls. The nurse cares for widow mothers who need to continue their medication after being discharged from the hospital and also accompanies widow mothers for the hospital visits.  
We again budgeted for one time Religious Excursion for widows, as they would love to visit either Varanasi or Haridwar, the cities known as Holy City for 3-4 days visit. Besides this, we have budgeted for recurring costs such as milk, fruits, and nutritional supply. And fresh set of two towels for the widow mothers.
