I.  AREAS COVERED and STREET CHILDREN ASSISTED 
Considered as the pillar program of Childhope Asia Philippines, the Outreach and Protection/Education on the Streets Program conducts counselling and non-formal education among street children in 23 areas in Metro Manila. A total of twenty-one (21) Street Educators composed of social workers and educators assist street children of Metro Manila by providing direct access to basic social services such as counselling, alternative basic education, basic literacy and numeracy, medical assistance, sports and recreation, legal protection, and referral services. 

The Street Educators conduct Alternative Education Sessions among street children five (5) days a week, Tuesdays to Saturdays from 4:00pm to 9:00pm, for the street children’s protection, education, and eventual decision to seek temporary shelter, or return to their families or relatives, whenever feasible. On the other hand, Street Educators report at Childhope’s office daily from 1:00pm to 4:00pm for documentation, supervision and processing of street children’s referral to shelters.

II.   STREET CHILDREN ASSISTED
For the period of July to September 2013, a total of 570 street children were reached and assisted, of whom 12 or 2% were new participants/contacts. There was a decrease of 62 street children assisted during the reporting period compared to 632 street children assisted during the previous quarter due to the following reasons:

· The street educators spent  one week for documentation in preparation for the DSWD Accreditation

· Weather problem (there was a typhoon/ Habagat)

· The session was focused on the children who need to complete Alternative Education Modules

· Schedule of vacation leaves/ sick leaves of street educators in this quarter

Table 3 below shows that 441 or 77% of street children assisted during the reporting period were under the category of children of street families or those whose family members are also street dwellers. However, Childhope’s first priority group, which are the street-based children or those who have been abused, abandoned, and live alone on the street were assisted with a total of 94 or 16.5% of the total number served. A total of 35 or 6.5% of children served are community-based street children or those who work or beg on the streets but still go home to their families in the communities after working. It clearly shows that due to poverty, the poor families prefer to live on the streets since they cannot afford to pay rent and other utility bills. It is observed that while some street families were relocated to nearby provinces, they still keep coming back to the streets because there are no ways of earning a living in the resettlement area where they were relocated.

III. ACCOMPLISHMENTS PER PROGRAM COMPONENT
A. Psychosocial Interventions
For the period covered, a total of 55 street children were assisted with individual counselling while171 street children participated in group counselling sessions. On the other hand, four (4) street children of which one (1) male and three (3) females were referred to recovery shelters such as Virlanie Foundation, Tahanan Sta. Luisa and Bahay Tuluyan. 

In addition, other activities such as home visits, school visits and agency visits were conducted to monitor the street children’s school performance, regular attendance in the alternative education sessions, to conduct counselling sessions among children who have behavioural problems and also home visitations to discuss with the parents about their children’s issues and concerns.

The facilitators also continue to conduct Values Education sessions / Focused Group Discussions among the street children participants to assess what each child has learned and how they will apply these in their everyday lives.
The street educators (teachers) maximized the use of two (2) Mobile Education Vans and the Mobile School in the Alternative Education sessions. The children usually viewed television slides of stories which included values/moral lessons (values). The use of audio-video materials has a strong impact on the children. They can relate with the children in the stories (about friendship, family relationship, etc.)
In addition, facilitators continue to conduct advocacy sessions through different religious groups and institutions such as churches and Catholic parish groups. Through established partnerships and continuous coordination with the spiritual value educator groups, the assigned Street Educators are allowed to use church facilities as venue for alternative values education sessions among street children, Health and Nutrition education and feeding, Skills Development training, Mobile Education Van sessions and Mobile Health Clinic sessions. 
Financial Education/ Vocational Technical and Service Skills Training
For the reporting period, nineteen (19) street youth participants enrolled in Cosmetology (Manicure and Pedicure) and another twenty (20) youth are also enrolled in the Hotel and Restaurant Service sessions. These street youth participants have attended sessions on Convention on the Rights of the Child, Protective Behaviour and Personal Safety, Skills for Life and Adolescent Reproductive Health. One participant passed the National Certificate II (NCII).
Within the reporting period, nine (9) street youth participants who graduated in housekeeping and cell phone repair short courses are now employed as members of fast food crews, cell phone repair assistant, waiter, spa attendant and Globe Telecommunication agent. On the other hand, other street youth trained in other service skills training courses are continuously practicing their skills. Those who were trained in cooking are practicing their skills through waitering in a small canteen/ restaurant while street youth trained in haircutting continue to practice their skills among other street children and among other people in the area who pay a minimal amount in return to their services. 
On the other hand, street youth who were trained on silk screen printing were contracted by Childhope and other organizations to do t-shirt printing needed for their several activities/ events.

There were seven (7) classes of ALS-A&E with a total of 29 learners, and BLP with 16 learners continuously conducted in the areas of Ermita/Malate, Luneta/Pier, Binondo/ Divisoria/Del Pan, Morayta and Blumentritt. 

A total of twelve (12) learners from Luneta and Pier area who promoted to the next learning level from BLP to A&E (Lower and Advanced Elementary). 
Out of 29 A&E learners, 13 passed the assessment test given by their facilitators/ IMs in preparation for the examination to be given by Dep. Ed in November 2013. They filed their application for the examination last July 2013.

E. Health and Medical Services 
A total of 502 street children consulted and benefitted from the health and medical services conducted by the full time physician of the Mobile Health Clinic (MHC) project for the 3rd quarter of 2013. An additional 75 patients (parents, guardians and/or siblings of the street children participants), have also benefitted from MHC project. The clinic physician conducts medical check-ups/consultations every Tuesday to Saturday, among the beneficiaries in areas served by the Street Education Program. The Mobile Health Clinic continues to serve the street children participants of Childhope program. 
A total of 966 cases were seen during this quarter. Among the most numbers of cases seen were as follows: bacterial respiratory infections, viral respiratory infections, systematic viral illness and dental caries. 

Among the street children patients examined, were children with no subjective complaints during check-up and were found to be normal at the time of examination. This is emphasized as a good parameter to measure the health-seeking behaviour of children beneficiaries. They do not only consult the physician when they get sick, but also give due importance to prevention from being sick. 
F. Leadership Training and Participation among Street Children 
Thirty (30) active Junior Health Workers (JHWs) in the area continuously conduct activities/ sessions on Primary Health Care/ Personal Hygiene and related topics, referring children to a health center, administering first aid treatment among street children and assisting in the Mobile Health Clinic session in their respective areas.

Two (2) General Assembly meetings among Junior Health Workers were conducted last July and September 2013, discussing the issues and problems encountered by the children in the area. The roles of the Junior Health Workers, their accomplishments and plans of action were also discussed.
Selected Junior Health Workers (JHWs) attended an Upgrading Seminar about Advocacy on Child Rights and Child Abuse Prevention facilitated by one of the JHW and a social worker held last July 7, 2013. Also training on Facilitation Skills among street children was attended by selected JHWs last September 15, 2013.
On the other hand, active trained Junior Child’s Rights Advocates (JCRA’s) also continuously perform their tasks and responsibilities, such as to conduct sessions on Child’s Rights and related laws among other street children and to assist the street educators during alternative education sessions and outreach activities in their respective areas.
Regular area meetings among JCRAs were conducted within the reporting period. Plan of action, accomplishment reports and problems encountered/ concerns were discussed and resolved.  
On October 20, 2013, a JHW and a JCRA were identified to give a testimony about poverty situation for the International Celebration of Extreme Poverty forum. 
G. Educational Assistance Program (EAP) for Formal and Non-Formal Basic Education
The enrolled 37 sponsored street children under the Educational Assistance Program continue to attend their classes regularly. The PSI workers/ social workers conduct school visitations and home visitations to ensure that they are regularly attending their classes. 
Regular monthly meetings and group counselling sessions are continuously conducted to closely monitor the children’s performance in school and to help them address their issues and concerns. Regular provisions of monthly allowances to children were disbursed on time to support their daily school needs.
Fifteen (15) EAP children continuously attend a tutorial class in Math held in Childhope office every Saturday conducted by a volunteer, Mr. Chipps Guevarra.

L. Area Based Advocacy and Networking

Because of these, CHAP is recognized by the Barangay Council members and food establishment owners and we continued to use their facilities during the conduct of Alternative Education sessions, Mobile Education Van and Mobile Health Clinic. 
· A group of individual volunteers in   NAIA, Pasay was oriented about the program of Childhope on the streets and because of this, 30 street children were provided food item/ grocery during their outreach program. They appreciated the programs of Childhope on the streets and they realized that they too can help the street children.
· With the continuous partnership of CHAP with Ermita Parish,80 malnourished children continuously avail of the nutrition feeding and 6 street youth continue to serve in the church as members of the Social Media and Communication Ministry; one youth serves as a Sacristan at Sunday Masses. About forty (40) street children also continue to attend Sunday mass on First    
           Sundays in Ermita Church.
