Report on Essential Oils Project
Following is an updated report from Yungdrung Tenzin, the essential oils healer at the YBMC in Dolanji, India:
From September the 4th 2005  to  October 10th 2006, I had more than 400 visits during which I examined and gave treatments to 85 human patients (plus myself), and … 3 wounded dogs (of course there is no charge for visits and for the medicine provided).

I have now individual files for patients.

Patients are mainly monks, visitors to the Monastery, Indian workers who injure themselves at work here, also nuns, and children, and now dogs.
There have been more Indian patients (mainly from Kinnaur, as they are regular visitors here); sometimes it is a visitor to the monastery asking for a treatment for a relative or a friend who lives in Solan, in 4 hours away Nahan, or even in Nepal.

I also prepared essential oil blends for general use at the Menri dispensary (wounds and bruises) and the nunnery (burns).

I wish to treat animals too.

Besides or in combination with essential oils, I have used for healing a herbal tincture (following a Swedish recipe) and I started treating emotional unbalances with Bach Flower Remedies.
In the near future I am hoping to be able to heal by applying essential oils on acupuncture points.

One short story: several months ago a small boy from the orphanage was brought to me because the Menri dispensary was closed.
He had an open cut on the cheek (about one inch long). I washed his wound with sterilized water, closed it with 3 butterfly closures and applied essential oils for healing.
A few days later when I saw the boy I was so pleased to see that the wound had healed perfectly well.
