· Training for Art Teachers

An annual week-long training workshop for teachers of art in the St. Vincent schools.  

· Annual Children’s Art Fair
A half-day creative fundraising activity to engage children in an array of artistic activities while simultaneously building revenue for the Foundation and its proposed Art Centre and Gallery

· Visual Arts Program for Children
Three-week summer art camps for children in multiple locations across St. Vincent.  The focus is on inspiring creativity through the visual arts.

And now, the Youlou Arts Foundation has committed itself to the vision of a dedicated Art Centre and Gallery for St. Vincent and the Grenadines, with a major fundraising activity scheduled for late 2012.
