Project Documentation for Hlomelikusasa

Funds raised for this project will be used to support Hlomelikusasa’s work in 17 rural communities throughout the KwaZulu-Natal and Eastern Cape Provinces in South Africa.  Activities include: 

Women’s leadership development:

· Training on participation in the political process: voting, community advocacy, running for elected office and volunteer positions in community groups; 

· Training on women’s rights under the new constitution with regard to marriage and divorce, child custody, land rights, inheritance laws, and housing and eviction laws

Women’s empowerment and services

· Literacy training for women who need to obtain personal documentation: birth certificates, marriage certificates, and personal identification;

· Training to access social grants for the poor, the elderly, the disabled, and the young;

· Training and development of urban and rural community gardens, and family horticulture initiatives

· Income-generating and business skills training, creation of local markets to sell products

· Managing community markets for women to sell the finished products of their income generating activities 

HIV/AIDS awareness and prevention

· Workshops on how HIV relates to the lives of rural women including how HIV is contracted, the negative effects of stigma as well as creating community buy-in to protect orphans of AIDS.
