Nur Foundation, in its efforts to provide quality educational services, continues with outstanding progress in its associated schools in its associated centers. The activities during the recent past include: 

· Educational Trips for 450 students. The students were taken to “Skyland”, a recreational place in Lahore, where 75% discount was given to facilitate the students. Lunch was also served. It was a great learning experience for the students coming from remote areas like Malik pur, Talwara, Gajju Matta, Nain Sukh & Lakho Dair and exposed to urban life style and facilities which they could not afford otherwise. Excitement could be seen on their faces with a cheerful delight on having this opportunity. Learning remained a part of the trip as they learnt how to be disciplined even in a recreational trip, how to share their experience of new things in life and how to move about in a group as a tam member. 
· Fun fairs were also arranged in the mentioned centers for the students where they were given an opportunity to show their talent in a verity of ways. Students delivered speeches, presented tableaus on national issues and performed different skits. 
· Students from Nain Sukh attended the 3rd International Children’s Film Festival at Ali Institute of Education Lahore in February. The festival was organized by the “Little Art” for the children to promote Education through Art. Students enjoyed the movies being made for them and brought from all over the world
· In February, internal exams were conducted in the mentioned centers for grade level 5 & 8. The examinations were a prelude to students’ preparation for the external examinations duly conducted by the Board.

· The prize distribution ceremony was held during the last week of March in all the mentioned centers to recognize students’ efforts and to reward their input for a productive result. 100% students passed the internal examinations. The top scorers were given the shields and certificates of merit for their outstanding performances. The event was well attended by the staff and all the students, and the contribution was made by generous donors and by the Fatima Memorial Hospital.
· The students of grade level 9 are appearing the Board exam. The examinations will be over in the first week of April.
In relation to our efforts for flood affected areas in DG Khan, Basti Habit Mastui was selected to start educational activities. The area is situated on the border of Indus River. A local philanthropic Mr. Malik Saeed helped establish a non-formal school as mentioned in the previous report as well. A team visited the place in the last week of March. Evaluation, based on written and verbal components, was carried out to promote students in the next grades. Sessions were also conducted to enhance teachers’ professional skills in writing & reading components. A session on Basic Ethics was also conducted for ensuring quality practices of forbearance, tolerance and team work.
Our objectives are to raise standards in the field of Education and at the same time targeting those young students who were kept deprived of their basic right to education.

50% of the students are getting fee subsidy of 75 % and 25% of the students get 50 % fee subsidy inclusive of free books & stationary. It is pertinent to note that approximately 3,325,000 PKR are  spent per annum on a non-formal school as the operational cost while 5,200,000 PKR for a formal school. 
We acknowledge all the valuable support from our partners and donors who have always stood by us in carrying the mission forward. With out them, it could have been difficult to envisage a dedicated commitment to establish an impartial system of health and education for the deprived and poor sector of the society by privileging them financially and socially.
