Summary

Full Moon Farm is an organization dedicated to the well being of the wolfdog (wolf hybrid). Situated on 17 beautiful mountain acres in Black Mountain, NC, we operate as a federally recognized 501(c)(3) not-for-profit organization for abused and refused wolfdogs who find themselves in need of love, shelter, and care through no fault of their own.  We are a last chance sanctuary, and without Full Moon Farm, these animals would be killed.  Full Moon Farm is currently home to 57 wolfdogs.  
It is imperative to feed the wolfdogs high-quality food to ensure that each of our residents obtain the proper nutrients to have the best chance at a long, quality life at the sanctuary.  Many of the animals are older and have health concerns, and need special diets to accommodate such issues.  We feed our wolfdogs a combination of high-quality, natural dog food and raw meat.  Feeding the wolfdogs consistently excellent food on a daily basis is fundamental to their health and happiness and comprises the largest expense for the sanctuary.  
These wolfdogs often have had nothing to call their own--no experiences or memories that aren’t tied into a bewildering knot of human expectation, emotion, and cruelty. They have frequently spent most of their lives in abusive situations or in states of neglect.  Roles were forced upon them against their will--held without care or adequate food in squalor as status symbols, failed guard dogs forgotten in the back yard or locked in the shed, home breeders looking to make an easy wad of cash off of "wolf puppies," and, worse, animals that exist only to make their master feel strong when they cringe away from a blow.

At Full Moon Farm, we seek to reverse the lives they have led up to this point. We try to give the wolfdog power over its own decisions and experiences--offering an escape route, a safe place, but always the opportunity for positive human interaction. Our goal is to socialize the scared and abused and to give them something that is truly their own--an identity and life of experiences that are positive. We keep them well fed, healthy, entertained, and in good company.

Despite our successes, we find our facility always full.  Everyday there are too many rescues, too many unwanted animals to keep up with, and the problem shows no sign of getting better without continuous educational outreach programs and working with local and state officials on responsible laws and management policies.  Once we have rescued a wolfdog and offered him or her a new life at our sanctuary, lifelong proper feeding of this animal along with our whole pack is our promise and our duty.
What is the issue, problem, or challenge?

Full Moon Farm relies on the generosity of its donors to maintain our wolfdogs.  Nutrition is the most basic ongoing necessity for the dogs.  Providing a healthy diet for our animals is our largest monthly expense.  Guaranteeing that each wolfdog receives appropriate nutrition daily is an expense that can never be postponed.  It costs the sanctuary approximately $2,500 per month to properly feed the animals.  It is an ongoing challenge each month to ensure that we obtain enough funding to accomplish this task. 
How will this project solve this problem?

Filling the food pantry each month through this project will provide the needed food for all animals at the sanctuary.  It will allow each animal to continue on diet that is necessary to ensure proper nutrition for optimum health and quality of life.
Potential Long Term Impact

Food is a necessity for all living creatures to maintain life.  Providing the food necessary for all of the wolfdogs in the sanctuary will allow them to continue living healthy lives in a safe and loving.
