
Projects for Inner city Crèches

Aims: To help under qualified woman who run and work in Crèches to qualify as Early Childhood development teachers and assist them in the classroom with activities and ideas to run a successful and well structured crèche.

To assist them in getting on ECD training courses so they can become qualified and run professional crèches. 

The needs: The under qualified woman run crèches with many children (up to 70) in all types of locations, many of them unsafe and not always so stable. 

The woman lack in knowledge of safety, hygiene, nutrition and education.

How the plan will be implemented?

· Helping the teachers apply to teacher training level 1 or 4 courses. Assist them in filling in applications and work with them to get on a course. 

· Meet the teachers at least once a week whether it be in the crèches with them or taking them out and running educational workshops for them.

These workshops will include:

· Ideas for lessons

· How to run constructive playtime

· Run art sessions

· How to use recycled material for Art 

· Education through fun

· Educational wall displays like colors, food, clothing, family

· Themed weeks and days

· Fundraising for their crèche and how to go about getting donors to sponsor them.

· Weekly and daily planning

· Basic Hygiene 

· HIV awareness

· Basic nutritional knowledge

· Basic safety of the children and the site

· Storytelling

· Play dough making, puppet making

· Work with the teachers in the crèches to implement what they have learnt in the workshops. Run with them structured activities and lessons with the children. 

· Do surprise visits on the teachers at work to ensure they are implementing the things they have learnt and feel confident in doing so.

· Buddy system: Buddy up a crèche with a King David school. Have that school donate any spare school equipment from paper to crayons to the crèche as well as create a relationship between the two places. 

Can also connect with another ORT project where KD children make toys and can give them to the children in the crèche.
