1. Major Project Progress

The construction of Yong He primary school started on the 7th April 2006 and it completed on 24th May 2007. 
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A new concrete-integrated school building of 427.54 m2 with 6 classrooms, 1 library and 2 office rooms is constructed. A school squat toilet of 50m2 with 16 stalls is built. 134 sets of chairs and desks are provided to the school children and 1 book rack is purchased for the school. 

In order to ensure the construction went smooth, a ‘Project Management Team’ was set up with involving representatives from the community, the county and the township to help monitor the construction company and its progress. 
2. Beneficiaries to the school children
The school enrolment rate of children in Yong He village increased 2% now reach 100%. Apart from serving the 101 school children in the Yong He village, the newly-built primary school can now also support the 81 students from other neighboring villages such as Taozi village and Yuanzi village. 

Students, their parents and teachers are all very delighted to have this new school which also helps improve the teaching quality in the village.
