Association of Kigali Women Footballers (AKWOF)

AKWOF was formed in 2001 by all chairpersons of teams/ clubs from the provinces that were developed during Urumuli women football campaigns. 

It constituted an Executive committee of founders and 4 team/ club chairpersons, whose mandate was mobilize, plan and seek support to develop and sustain women football in Rwanda from grassroots (i.e. sector, district) to national level.

Objectives of Women’s Soccer in Rwanda

1. Promote women soccer in Rwanda and in the region

2. Draw the women’s attention to sport activities (Soccer)

3. Assist Rwandan women promote their rights and self-confidence

4. Assist Rwanda women to have a forum for integration and reconciliation through sports

5. Promote awareness among Rwandan women about the dangers of the HIV/AIDS Pandemic

6. Provide a meeting point between the elite and uneducated women for exchange of ideas

Expected Results

· Formation of a firm football team (Professional women Football)

· Improvement of the standard of our women soccer

· Embarking on the preparation of Women Soccer Federation and register with National Football Federation (FERWAFA)

· Maintain calendar match events and improve on our results every year

Long term and Medium Term plans

· Sensitizing of women sports activities through advertising in media and use of local authorities 

· Training of young girls in Primary and secondary schools and higher institution of learning

· Training of female trainers, coaches, referees and match commissioners

· Make women soccer a lucrative activity to reduce poverty amongst women

· Constructing of meeting places for women sports
