REBUILD KALIGATHUK SCHOOL FOR INDONESIAN STUDENTS

	Periode : Aug-Sep 2007


Some activities on Rebuild Kaligathuk School program in August to September 2007 that have been done are:

1) Second phase delivery of reading books of knowledge. On this second phase, several books delivered are still related with science. Total number is one box containing 20 (twenty) book titles for each school. From monitoring results, we gain some comments that those books delivered have great quality; in contents and of the paper type. The book titles are also interesting that make children like to read more.  
2) Giving extra curricular additional lesson on computer. This additional lesson is instructed by each class teacher, who previously arranged the curriculum and the practices on computer operation. Thereby, at the time FTPI is no longer assisting the schools, they have already had computer class teachers and computer handbooks arranged by the teachers themselves. 
3) Preparing handbooks of writing training. The handbook is composed with consideration on children reading interest that is increasing, and so is the interest of writing using computer. It is expected that the children later have fondness to write by which their opinion can be conveyed systematically and valuably. The writing training will be facilitated and assisted by FTPI facilitators together with teachers of their own.
