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Teenagers graduate publ
school in Guatemala at the US
equivalent of Sth grade. If they
h to continue their education
they, or their families, must

pay for it themselves.

If they cannot continue the only
work that is available is menial
labor.

This education fund will establish a sponsorship for both
Jimmy and Roxanna for 2 years so that he may begin his
studies in a trade school to become an electrician and she a
teacher. We will also provide a monthly food basket for each
of their families (they are first cousins).

We are looking to raise a total of $2,500. That breaksdowns
o $25 per month in food baskets for 2 years, and $80 per
month in tuitions, books and school materials.
