Promoting Occupational Health in Southern China

This project requests an amount of US$$220,000 for the promotion of occupational health for migrant workers in Southern China.  Occupational health & safety (OHS) is one of the key issues encountered by migrant workers as in working in cities of Southern China.  At the moment, the lack of education & training will increase the risk of the workers in suffering from work accident & occupational disease.  This project will produce occupational health education materials, provide participatory OHS training and involve workers in improving their work environemnt, workers will then be able to learn more in securing their health at work.   Advocating & providing participatory occupational health & safety training program in Southern China so as to increase the awareness & knowledge of OHS, as in long run to reduce work injury.  The project is expected to last for three years from April 2007 till March 2010.
