HIV/Aids Awareness Posters

The participants listened to numerous speeches, the testimonial of a young teacher living with HIV and children’s choirs singing songs of hope for the future. Throughout the day, the Alive & Kicking team used the posters and a special World Aids Day Ball that we made (pictured above) to explain to visitors to our stand how to protect themselves against HIV.
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Alive & Kicking’s HIV/AIDS awareness posters were officially launched on the 1st December at the Kenya Government’s National Aids Control Council’s (NACC) formal observation of World Aids Day, held at the Kenyatta International Conference Centre in Nairobi. With your help, these posters will now be sent in the New Year to every Secondary School in Kenya, carrying vital information and messages to around 2 million children aged between 14 and 18 years.
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In the week leading up to World AIDS day, more than 100,000 people were tested in Nairobi to establish their HIV status. With the help of Alive & Kicking Ambassadors Isaac Juma, who is the Kenyan National Football team’s dancing mascot (pictured right), and  former World Boxing Champion Conjestina Achieng, both of whom feature in the poster series, the Alive & Kicking messages were well received.
