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Progress Report

School Expense Assistance for Child Earthquake Victims in Bengkulu
May, 2008

A. Introduction

An earthquake in the province of Bengkulu was an event that not merely sacrificed good and shattered society, but has also forced many children to sacrifice their school for a few months. The aid for school expenses for indigent children given by PUSPEM foundation was very useful, not merely for children, but also for their families and fellow community members.

As expressed by Mr. Imran, old fellow Ikhsan, an aid receiver that works as the merchant, “this aid means a lot for children, and will be exploited to buy clothes, school shoes, and packages of lesson books that provide schooling.  For this, we render many thanks to GlobalGiving and PUSPEM.”

1. Cheer on the children for instruction in order to instill diligence and a fixed concern about school as [the] most important activity

2. Growing of their knowledge to be able to compete with other children from rich families
3. Educate children to respect the environment, parents, and others
4. Push local government in order to create permanent concern and help for earthquake victims, namely school children from poor families 
C. Outcome
1. Measuring the learning and achievements of children by administering tests 
2. Astuteness of children can be seen by rich families
3. Increase of respect and manner towards elders and esteem by their parents
4. Existence of special attention and school aid from local government

D. Follow up of the program

Aid that has been channeled by PUSPEM to help school expenses for indigent children after the earthquake accident is confessed to be very well received by society.
