PROECT CONCEPT NOTE: 

1. Situation trying to be addressed: 
Kigoma is the poorest region in Tanzania and is among the top five regions with highest HIV incidences in the country. HIV/AIDS associated deaths in the region result in many children being left as orphans with minimal socio-economical support. Moreover, there has been a recent shift of donor programs from children education to adult-related poverty alleviation programs, and this has prompted Kigoma Women Development Group to prioritize children education in its support programs for orphans and vulnerable children (OVCs).
2. Project description:
Kigoma Women Development Group (KIWODE) is currently supporting 86 OVCs (39 boys, 47 girls), of which 4 are in secondary school, 52 in primary schools and 30 in our nursery school. Our support includes educational support, medical care and basic human needs. However, the requests for assistance we receive far exceed the number of OVCs we are capable of supporting.
In order to assist more OVCs to achieve their educational goals, we propose an expansion of the KIWODE Children Development Center to accommodate more children. The project requires:
• Financial support to renovate the KIWODE Nursery School to accommodate 100 OVCs annually.
• Education materials including uniforms, stationeries and school fees for 100 OVCs enrolled annually.
