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Project Documentation for Hlomelikusasa

Funds raised for this project will be used to support Hlomelikusasa’s work in 17 rural communities throughout the KwaZulu-Natal and Eastern Cape Provinces in South Africa.  Activities include: 

HIV/AIDS awareness and prevention

· Workshops on how HIV relates to the lives of rural women including how HIV is contracted, the negative effects of stigma as well as creating community buy-in to protect orphans whose parents were lost to AIDS.  Workshop will also cover how to access local resources for testing and how to access treatment. 
Skills Training Workshops – workshops include:

· Training and development of urban and rural community gardens, and family horticulture initiatives

· Income-generating and business skills training including how to account for money raised, working in a group to build a business, and how to obtain contracts from the local government and individuals to carry out projects 

· Provision of raw materials including chicks for poultry projects, material for sewing projects, and beads for beading projects. 

Creating and Managing a local Market

· Hlomelikusasa members will work with the local traditional authorities to set up small community markets where they can sell their products. This requires involving stakeholders within the community including the local chief and obtaining donated land and other materials to set up the market.
