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Project Documentation for Rural Women’s Movement 
Funds raised for this project will be used to support Rural Women’s Movement’s work in 14 rural communities throughout the KwaZulu-Natal, South Africa.  Activities include: 

Sustainable Agriculture and Land Rights

· Facilitate a workshop to learn sustainable agricultural practices and land tenure rights for women from various communities. 

· Follow up meetings with individual member groups to implement skills learned. 

Provide Home-Based Health Care Resources to Rural Families 

· Connect families with health care resources including access to Anti-Retro Viral treatment for AIDS 

· Place children orphaned because of AIDS with extended family, often grandmothers

· Facilitate travel to local clinics for those who need AIDS testing, or other health matters that require a doctor 

Skills Training and Business Registration 

· Skills training includes sewing projects, business planning for catering and craft selling projects and selling surplus harvest from gardens in the market. 

· Once a business has been set-up the next step is to get registered as a co-op in order to obtain contracts from the local government.  This requires various steps including going to the local government office, filing necessary forms, and then submitting and managing contracts.  RWM assists members through this process.
