I- Background and Justification
Haiti has been hit by a big earthquake who caused a lot of people dying and a lot of children becoming orphans. Based on some studies and queries, they reported that more than 25000 children were become orphans due to the loss of one or both parents during the earthquake.
In the South of Haiti, a lot of people were migrated coming from Port au Prince. In the community where REPADS, there are a lot of children living with relatives who are orphans and have some difficulties to access to school   because of the trauma and the lack of money and resources from their relatives.
