Hudhud Cyclone relief fund for 500 poor families
Project Description:
The severe Cyclonic storm Hudhud was the strongest tropical cyclone of 2014 that resulted into unending damages in Vizag and the nearby areas. The misery of the people hardly has an end. The cyclone took thousands of life, as it hit the coastal district of Andhra Pradesh. In spite of the massive repair work, power was restored to only 5000 consumers out of 22 lakh consumers till date.
