
EARTHQUAKE RELIEF FOR REMOTE VILLAGES OF NEPAL

Project Documentation or Business Plan

We are asking for funds to be used in disaster recovery.  Below is a preliminary report from DCWC staff member Guna Bahadur Lama, of damages documented, of activities carried out by our staff since the earthquake struck, and of immediate and future plans for the support of villages as we identify their needs. While we are in regular contact with DCWC staff members, it is difficult at this point to provide an assessment of the cost of our interventions. However, for the sake of transparency, we will provide an accounting of every dollar spent in the recovery process. We will update this document as further information becomes available:

DCWC Community Hospital 

Earthquake has damaged the following things by dropping down from table and quake shock.

1. Microscope – 1 no. some crack and fault in readings

2. Computer Monitor – 2 nos. – broken

3. Digital Camera – 1nos. broken, lens does not open

4. Main building – Little cracked at eastern door corner of first floor which can be repair

5. Main building – Crack at corridor, it was small before but bigger now which should be major repair.

6. Staff Residency – Cracked wall of rooms immediate below the slab – can be repair.

7. Pharmacy Building – Cracked seen on roadside room – can be repair. 

Ambulance

Ambulance mobilized immediate after disaster occurred to other villages. The injured person could not carry at DCWC hospital due to big injury and problems on vertebrates because our small x-ray machine could not scan good pictures of vertebrate and some parts of fat people.

Emergency Treatment

Minor Injured people from the quake treated at the hospital and after quake many people suffered from common cold, fever, diarrhea, Respiratory diseases. Many people used to come to hospital now. Many people from the Kathmandu also returned back to village, so the population of the area is also increased.

Free Medicine distribution and free discount in ambulance movement cost during this natural disaster. 

DCWC Members and Staffs

All the DCWC members and staffs and their families are safe without any injury but houses of them  has been broken little/more.

Schools

· Khandadevi  Higher Secondary School Building - 8 roomed has been broken badly-needs Major repair
· Setidevi Lower Secondary School building, Dobla collapsed – need reconstruction
· Some schools has minor cracks as reported from school and others remain unreported.
Actions Carried out:

· We distributed relief materials in Hospital area mainly at Nagre Gagarche.
· Free treatment and medicine distribution.
Immediate Plans

· Rice and other foods distribution in Sindhupalchok district
· Tent, Utensils and Vegetable distribution along with general health treatment in Kalinjor village, Koshidekha VDC, Kavre district
· Plastic sheets (Tent) for shelter at different places of Kavre district where there is no presence of other support agencies e.g. Anaikot, Mahadevtar, Simthali School etc.
· Continuing free treatment from DCWC community hospital for earthquake victims.
Future Plans

· Rehabilitation
· Design of low cost safe building and construction for very poor family
· Mobilization of volunteers for Rehabilitation and Re- construction
· Support children to go to school – stationery and uniforms
· Installation of safe drinking water and sanitation activities
