It was joy and jubilation for these kids who received a sigh of relief as their thirst for education was receiving a quench. A total of 150 kids raging from grade 1 to 7 received books, pencils, crayons etc from VAP members just to instill hopes in them.
The initiative was pioneered by one of the VAP’s member whose neighbour was severely traumatized during the 07 election skirmishes and attends Calvary primary school. “Am so much happy to get my educational dreams back to the track, I thank VAP members for donating these educational supplies not only to me but to my entire student colleagues.” Said 13 yrs old Vincent Otieno a student from Calvary primary school. The success of the first phrase of this initiative has opened the windows of educational hope for all the schools and youth that were affected and still coming into terms of the after-math.
