Summary

YAAPHA we are trying to make water available to women & children of Tanzania living under physical torture; walking 25 miles for less than 5 gallons, by constructing a water tower that will make water available to 30,000 by the end of 2015. The East African region is in dire need, and is facing humanitarian crisis and a catastrophe, especially in the horn of Africa, Somalia, Eritrea Kenya and Tanzania. The region is facing an historic 60 year, never seen before drought and famine, exposing 12million lives in danger of death.  All these people need is water and food. The There is no life without water, and every human being is entitled to having clean water. Unfortunately, there are those who are toiling to have water. The Msitu wa Tembo village located tens of miles from the source of water Rau Dam, suffers chronic water problem. During dry seasons, women and children bear the burden of walking close to twenty  five miles or at least 8.5 hours, with children on their back to Rau Dam in search of this essential commodity.
We witnessed women waking up 3am trekking miles just to return at 12pm with one bucket of water (ndoo moja), roughly 5 gallons, and this is all to take care of the family for the whole day, and at a time for two days before they can return to the Dam. This was not an easy task to ponder considering how much we are blessed. Seeing women toil this much was incomprehensible and morally challenging. 
This project will be sensitive to the environment and culture. Close to 30,000 inhabitants of Msitu wa Tembo, Arusha Chini,and  Mererani villages, will be relieved of the chronic water problem that has plagued the region for so many years.

The goal of the organization since its establishment is to help people living under unbearable human conditions. The organizations was established to alleviate and address basic human needs such as Education, health, Economic, Agriculture , Environmental and above all greatest of all necessities; Water, a basic need, and commodity for survival. It also focusing on empowering women and the youth
Organization Programs

The organization is mainly involved with Clean Water, Health and Sanitation Projects besides education women and youth empowerment. The organization also deals with agricultural, HIV/AIDS programs, Entrepreneurship among youth and environmental sustainability projects.

What is the issue, problem, or challenge?

In Tanzania today, women & children in Simanjiro villages are forced to walk more than 25 miles to fetch less than 5 gallons of water from ponds and Dams , leaving home 4am returning 12 noon with half a bucket, physically and mentally exhausted. The weak who can not afford to walk to the area to fetch water, remains to die of dehydration or out of water-borne outbreaks such as cholera, dysentery etc. when they drink contaminated, stagnant and dirty water in ponds with human and animal secretions,

How will this project solve this problem?

Water within 5 minute walk, will bring improved living conditions. People's health, and lives in these communities will improve. Economic, agriculture, and environment will drastically change for better. Women will be empowered economically, while children getting the much needed time to attend school to improve their literacy levels. As of right now, very few of them can either read or write because much of their time is spent in search for water.

Potential Long Term Impact

Clean water availability in this community will bring several positive changes to the community, women bearing the burden of walking distances in search for water, will engaged in other economic activities. Academic aspect will tremendously improve in the community as many students will devote their time to study as opposed to searching for water. Water borne illnesses will be eliminated as such, improving health conditions of the people. Last but not least, food sustainability will be achieved
This is the projected water tower, that will be able to provide clean water to 30,000 people in Tanzania  
· $25 Will make water available to one family for a year
· $50 Will make water available to a family for two years
· $100 Will make water available to a family for four years
· $250 will make water available to a family for 8 years
· $500 Will make water available to a family for 16 years
· $100  will make water available to community of 200 people for 5 years
