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On first day of training women were happy and ready to get skills!!!
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The trainer used all possible ways to explain well.  She gave them notes and advised them to revise it when they reach home.  The trainer use the English language and students get translation in their local languages.  
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At break time, the women brain stormed about the training to get to know each other and develop a convivial atmosphere.  They also relaxed and took pictures with the trainers!
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Trainer shows the students how to differentiate the chemicals use for fabric in dye.
