 Empowerment Women and youth in Puntland Somalia.
After the collapse of the Somali central government 1991, Somalia has been demoralizing by civil war. Somalia – a nation that is struggling to emerge from more than two decades of civil war, Puntland state of Somalia has re-established 1998, after the Somalia civil war prolonged. Emerging out of two decade of civil war, Puntland Somalia is progressively transitioning from prolonged conflict and is striving to achieve peace and stability, as well as to establish functioning public institutions and governance systems. One of the focus in this process gender equality and women’s and youth empowered.
   HASDO NGO is looking for fund to support empowerment women and youth project in Puntland.  This project will help about 5,000 women and youth, training, technical skills, income generating, adult education for women, informal education for women and prevent sexual gender based violence. This project will run one year and estimated cost is $150,000.

   Women and Youth in Puntland are missing social empowerment including training, technical skills, income generating, adult education for women, informal education for women and many more support since they are the social backbone.  The two-thirds of Somalia’s youth are unemployed – one of the highest rates of joblessness in the world. Over 70 per cent of Somalia’s population is under the age of 30.
The empowerment of youth and women at the Puntland of Somalia’s national development agenda, and calls for a broadening of the system to include marginalized. many women still work in menial 
positions, involving “sacrifice, risk and humiliation,” and 
often not  making enough money to sustain themselves 
and their families, In addition, Sexual and Gender Based 
Violence (SGBV ) remains common throughout Somalia 

Women in Puntland are the ones whose look after their families including their children, their relatives, some of their parents and even their husbands since their husbands died. As some assessment that HASDO did on last year and also this year shows that women and young people are missing a big gap in terms of their empowerment, these empowerment can be include vocational training, community motivation in way of improving their life style as to improve their living standard since most for IDPs communities.
Women and Youth Empowerment will take uncountable role because when women and youth are empowered.
