Relief distribution by Civic Forum in Cooperation with Caritas Nepal
The devastating earthquake of 7.6 rector sale in Nepal which occurred on 25 April, 2015 at 11:56 am by making the epicenter at Barpak of Gorakha District followed by aftershocks has badly affected the hilly region of Nepal, among which falls Kavrepalanchowk district. This earthquake has affected 5 municipality and all wards of 75 VDCs of Kavrepalanchowk District. The earthquake has taken the lives of 318 people with 1179 people injured. Likewise 49933 households are fully damaged and 23714 are partially damaged. After then immediately Caritas Nepal has started the Nepal Earthquake Response Programme, 2015 in which the organization Civic Forum for Sustainable Development (Civic Forum) coordinate for the distribution of relief materials to earthquake affected people as listed below:

Banakhuchaur VDC lies in the southern part of District Headquarter Dhulikhel in Kavrepalanchok district. To visit this VDC 28 Km on road and 22 Km off road distance should travel by bus and again continued 6 hrs by walking. According to the technical team selected by Nepal Government the devastating earthquake of 7.6 rectors in Nepal which occurred on 25 April has fully destroyed 433 households and 321 households are partially destroyed among 754 households in total. Because of the households which are made from only soil and stone they all are not suitable to spend rest of days of local people. There are many cracks on the remaining houses. 10 schools and one health post residing in this VDC are totally damaged due to the earthquake. The affected sectors are tabulated as bellow:
