
This graph displays our Matriculation results since 2009 when we first started having matriculants. As you can see in 2012 we had a high number of children who failed matriculation directly correlated to a National General Strike which included teachers for approximately 6months of the school year. The children were set up for failure.
In 2012 again this high failure rate was related to the Department of Education’s failure to provide the national textbooks for the matriculants in Limpopo Province.

As an aside, it is our experience that all government teachers children attend private schools. 
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
