Activities Done  
1. During the year 2018-19 Masoom has planned to reach approx. 750 students from night & day schools.

2. The Tech on Wheels course is being conducted in 12 MCGM run schools where 297 students from IXth grade learned web designing & graphic designing.  This course duration is 30 sessions of 2 hours each session (25 Sessions in practical training and 5 sessions for advance training & exposure visits). The students are then taken for visits to offices and studios to see actual application of their designs. 

3. Similarly IXth grade students from 10 Night schools (BVM Dahisar & Janata night School etc) are given training in Basic Computer Course & Graphic Designing.  (Ms- Word, Excel, PowerPoint & Internet).The course duration is 16 sessions of three hours each.   

4. Masoom is in the process of developing its own digital curriculum for Tech on Wheels Project. The purpose of this is to use it in times where the trainer is absent. The student will be shown the live lectures and will not miss any session. This format will also be useful to reinforce training of difficult topics.
