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  Educate Tiyamike and Mwayiwawo, the blind children Project.
Tiyamike Langitoni and Mwayiwawo Frackson are among the blind pupils learning at Malingunde Primary School in Lilongwe Rural, Malawi. The school has 45 blind students and including others, blind and also with albinism. 

Malingunde School is a mix school with day normal pupils and the blind students. It is one of the few Government Primary Schools in Malawi accommodating the blind pupils and there are specialised teachers for the blind pupils.

Tiyamike and Mwayiwawo come from poor parents, unable to provide the necessary support for them to learn well at school. 

Tiyamike and Mwayiwawo lack school uniform, day to day toiletries, bathing towels, school shoes and jerseys.

Tiyamike (a vernacular name which means Thank you and Mwayiwawo meaning you are lucky) learn together with other 43 blind pupils and some pupils with albinism, require sunshine lotion.  

Due to high poverty level in Malawi, Tiyamike and Mwayiwawo are facing with lots of problems that are hindering their education. The problems ranges from poor/lack of school materials, lack of toiletries, school decent school uniform, bathing towels, school shoes, jerseys and as well as sunshine lotion for their friends with albinism.

The school has damaged braille machines, requires braille paper, computer braille paper, stylus, cubes and hand frames.

Drug Fight Malawi has been visiting the school, bringing to them some materials that were needed but not enough to Tiyamike and Mwayiwawo.

There is a saying that physical disability is not physical inability; it is true that if the blind children are educated equally as normal children, they will be able to participate in developmental activities.

It is against this background that the project want to empower the blind Tiyamike and Mwayiwawo and the other blind children in order of uplifting not only their lives but also the lives of their families and the community  
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
