To avoid teen age marriages among Tribal in INDIA
INDIA is a country with diverse cultures and her civilization is more than 5000 years old. INDIA has come a long way and occupies a pride of place in the Information Technology industry even among the developed nations. Unfortunately, the country also has its age old traditions, one among them being marriages of teen age girls, particularly among the tribal people. 

The tribal poor, due to poverty, resort to this practice of marriage of young teen age girls in order to have one more bread winning member in the family. These young mothers, they themselves being teen age girls, go through this ordeal of marriage at an early age, withstand the trauma of early pregnancy and finally end up with a painful process of delivery. Moreover, these hilly regions lack good health care facilities and make the lives of these young mothers all the more risky and unsafe.
Over and above this process, these young mothers toil for the family by working in the fields, and even at the cost of neglecting their new born babies of any care and attention. These new born babies are placed in makeshift cradles that are made up of cloth that hangs from a nearby tree. These babies do not get the required attention since the mothers themselves are not yet ready for child care, they themselves being young children.
TWA proposes to conduct training camps in all the 76 tribal villages in the Pachamalai hills in Tamilnadu, India, in order to educate the tribal people of safe and good reproductive health care practices that will focus on avoiding teen age marriages among the tribal population thereby safeguarding the health and lives of these young teen age girl children.
Tribes Welfare Association – TWA, is a Non Governmental Organization – NGO, in existence since 1984 working for the cause and welfare of the Tribal People in Pachamalai Hills in Trichy and Salem Districts, Tamilnadu, INDIA.

TWA’s nature of work primarily focuses on the development and empowerment of the tribal poor, particularly women and children, with health and education for children being a priority. 
TWA also provides medical relief by way of medical camps and has carried out several HIV / AIDS training programmes. 

TWA also conducts periodical medical camps for the elderly tribal men and women who are neglected by the younger generation for want of economical support.
