He became alone. However, he was cared by his uncle. He used to frighten a lot and never feel going school due to the fear of earthquake and damaging structure of the school. Even though school shifted its location, it was not too good to have environment of learning. 

There with the support of globalgiving, VCN helped to construct the building and provided four class rooms to operate. VCN continuously monitor health and awareness program as it is VCN’s one of the major project. VCN’s teaching volunteers and distribution of daily food meal is adding another benefit to the children as well as school. Now, Hari feels some kind of enthusiasm and come regularly and attends all the class. This is equally implies on most of the students.
