B R E S H was started in 1992 with 5 children and registered in 1995 with 25 children. It started getting support under the School Project from Deendayal Disabled Rehabilitation Scheme of Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment, Central Government of India, New Delhi. 

At present the school has 193 students (79 in Mentally Retarded Section, 91 in Hearing Impaired Section and the rest of 23 or orphanage.

Project Coordinator takes after the programmes if any and a few proposals were sent to STEP, New Delhi, Telengana Trust, Secunderabad and a few projects like Early Intervention Centre, Awareness Campaigns, Capacity Building, Sensitization Programmes, Parent / Children / School programmes are a few to mention to take up in coming periods.
	Network / Partnerships


As such BRESH is working independently as it is unique in the areas of operations. It is trying to expand its activities by taking support from local bodies like Aganwadis, Youth Associations, ITDA camps and other Tribal Welfare schemes. But it is not that encouraging having partnerships due to geographical conditions.

	Finance Status


At present the lion’s share of contribution is by DDRS, Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment, New Delhi. But it is not meeting even half of the requirements due to various cuts imposed by the rules of the government due to paucity of funds. Detailed budget could be provided with all regular heads of income and expenditure.
Local contributions are not up to the mark as the areas are tribal, backward and rural. However a few Philanthropists from various parts of the country and abroad are supporting its activities and assist B R E S H in making direct difference to children’s’ lives.
BRESH looks forward to your helping hand in making the lives of the children with disabilities more meaningful and self esteem. If proper actions are initiated, the disability rate could be brought down for which early intervention and treatments are needed.
