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	Walk With A Family
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Support one family’s journey out of poverty. Walk with others alongside families in an Agros village and help them build a self-governing, self-sustaining and thriving village. The relationships you form will change both you and the families forever.
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	What is a “Walk With a Family?”
	“Walk” is a relationship and financial commitment that you as an individual, family, or small group can make to a family living in a developing Agros village. The financial commitment covers the per family cost of village development and enables one family to transition out of poverty and into a sustainable life in a new self-governing, land-owning community. The relationship that you develop with the families living in one particular village will help bridge a gap between a cultural and wealth divide.

	What is required?
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The “Walk” relationship is a minimum three-year commitment during which you provide the financial resources to help one family realize their community’s 5-year development plan. The total financial commitment is $5,000. We also encourage “Walk” participants to journey at least one time to the village they support, to meet the families and develop a deeper understanding of their personal and community histories, their journey out of poverty, and the role that Agros plays in facilitating it. 
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	What will the money be used for?
A typical per family village development budget.
	The development of an Agros village is typically funded two ways. There are funds that are lent from the Agros Village Loan Fund to buy land, support micro-enterprise development, and build housing and an irrigation system. These funds are repaid by the families and rotated out to fund other villages. The rest of the development expenses come from committed financial partners such as those involved in a Walk With a Family. These funds are used in a variety of ways including:

· building infrastructure, such as latrines and access roads, 

· people development, such as women’s health and leadership development,

· organizational support, such as program and resource development.

	What is the relationship between Journey With a Village and Walk With a Family?
	[image: image9.wmf]A Journey With A Village (JWAV) partnership is one in which an organization or person commits to fund the entire non-credit cost of developing a village over a five-year period. Many times, the people or organization entering into a JWAV partnership will ask families and individuals to join together and commit to a share of the “Journey” by committing to a Walk With A Family (WWAF) partnership. In this manner a single “Journey” can be made up of 20-30 WWAF participants.  The village development process creates a cash flow demand that requires partners in both the JWAV and WWAF programs to meet their financial commitments within five years, although many choose to meet them in three. As a part of JWAV, our WWAF partners can visit the community they support on a Vision Trip or as part of a Work Team. 
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
