Give emergency health care and relief to Pakistan’s displaced by renewed violence in Swat valley
Project Summary

International Medical Corps (IMC) emergency response teams are traveling throughout the displacement camps, providing health care and emergency relief items to tens of thousands of displaced people in Pakistan’s Swat valley.

Project Need and Beneficiaries

Violence is forcing tens of thousands to flee their homes in Pakistan’s Swat valley. Having to abandon their homes and possessions, families are leaving with only what they can carry.  After facing roadblocks and curfews, the displaced are arriving in camps with no essential items, such as mosquito nets, blankets, and cooking utensils. Even more disheartening is the lack of basic services, such as health care, clean water, and sanitation services.   

For pregnant women, the lack of medical care is particularly dangerous, as prenatal care and delivery services are unavailable, leaving them vulnerable to potentially fatal complications.  The number of displaced arriving at these camps is growing by the day.  As the needs increase, we need your help to make sure that we can reach as many people as possible.

Project Activities

International Medical Corps has expanded its services to provide emergency health care through mobile medical units.  The teams are working with the Ministry of Health to provide 24-hour health coverage to people living within the quickly swelling displacement camps in Mardan and Swabi districts.  International Medical Corps is also providing other critical services, such as water and sanitation.  

At the onset of the crisis, International Medical Corps distributed emergency health and hygiene kits to newly uprooted families who were forced to flee the violence with only what they could carry.  Kits included a plastic bucket, towels, cloth, bath and laundry soap, and personal hygiene products for a family of six.  International Medical Corps secured additional emergency health kits and medicines and will distribute these supplies throughout the camps.
