ACTIVITIES CARRIED OUT BETWEEN 1/4/2016 – 31/3/2017

A. EDUCATION PROGRAMS—INCREASE LITERACY 
1. Ran Girls’ Hostel at Asnoti for the Poor Girls from Rural Villages- Twenty three poor girls from remote, rural villages (mostly from Joida Taluka) were accommodated in a rented facility.
2. Financially Supported Boys’ Hostel for the Rural Students at Asnoti –Thirty five students (mostly from the remote villages of Joida) and Saraswati Vidyalaya’s Boys’ Hostel at Karwar-  fifty two students staying in this hostel are from remote villages of Yellapur, Joida, Mundgod, and Haliyal Talukas.
3. Construction of New Girls’ Hostel Building for the Underprivileged Girls from Rural Villages will begin as soon as we obtain 3 gunta of the NA land adjoining to the one we already bought.
4. Financial Assistance of Rs. 588,400 was provided to 682 BPL Students towards School/College-Related Expenses from several schools and colleges.
5. Rs. xx towards Education-Related Initiatives Benefitted Students and several Schools and Colleges- Notebooks, school bags, Edu-Set, desks, water filters, water storage tank, computer monitor, desk-top computers, refreshments, part-time teachers to teach computer and English were provided to some schools and colleges upon request.
6. Personality Development and Career Guidance Workshop- Successfully conducted three pilot workshops on Personality Development and Career Guidance to the final year students of local colleges.  Several topics such as leadership, team building, motivation, positive thinking, planning, creativity, innovation, and communication skills will be covered.

5. 2. Financially Supported Boys’ Hostel for the Rural Students at Asnoti -Thirty two students, mostly from the remote villages and supported Saraswati Vidyalaya’s Boys’ Hostel at Karwar-  Thirty three students staying in this hostel are from remote villages of Yellapur, Joida, Mundgod, and Haliyal Talukas.
4. Financial Assistance of Rs. 249,100 was provided towards School/College-Related Expenses to 103 BPL (Below Poverty Line) Students from several schools and colleges.
5. Rs. 246,432 towards Education-Related Initiatives benefitted 637 Students from 16 Schools- Notebooks, compass, uniforms, school bags, Edu-Sat equipment, Mike set, sewing machine, computer monitor, mother board, grinder, cooker, plates, and science instruments etc. were provided upon request.
